• Datahub is a centralised information 
exchange system for the electricity 
retail market, storing data (including 
consumption data) from 3.7 million 
electricity accounting points in 
Finland.

• The data stored in Datahub will be 
used by approximately 90 electricity 
retailers and 80 distribution system 
operators as they serve consumers.
